Chapter 4 L earning objectives at each stage

The following learning objectives are to be achieved through the Religion, Ethics or Mora
Education subject, but some of them are achieved through the non-formal curriculum including
cross-curricular collaboration (especially in kindergartens), religious liturgies, prayer/retreats, ECA
(co-curricular activities). Individual schools can implement part of the contents or the infusion of
the relevant spirit in other KLAS, other learning times (such as morning assembly, home teacher
periods, civic education class) or ECA other than religious activities.

Since many students in Catholic primary schools have not studied in Catholic kindergartens or
nurseries, and many students in Catholic secondary schools have not studied in Catholic primary
schools, and the fact that moral education topics have to be repeated every severa years to bring
about a positive impact on children’s lives, there is overlapping of learning objectives at different
stages. But since the Emmaus Story pedagogical approach introduces Christian values from the
context of life experience, even when topics are repeated, because of aricher life experience on the
part of students, the reflection and response inspired by the values will be different, so it is
worthwhile to repeat and deepen the topics.
